Mark Lunick  introduced our
speaker John Lucas today. John
was good enough to fill-in at the
last minute for our scheduled
speaker David Leckie who was ill
today and couldn’t come to our
meeting.

John is a professional engineer
who has worked for the City of
London as an Engineering
Manager since 1993. He
previously had worked for the
London PUC and private
consulting firms in Northern
Ontario and Alberta  after
graduating from UWO in 1980.

In his current role with the City, he
oversees the planning and design
of transportation infrastructure.
His duties combine with a special
interest in heritage and ethics in
engineering.

Our Speaker — John Lucas

The topic, prepared by David
Leckie but presented by John,
was “Road to Ruin” .

He gave us a crash course in
“Pavement 101”. Paved roads in
London are constructed using
asphalt and their longevity is rated
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at 25 to 30 years with proper
maintenance.

John then spoke of the “Agents
of Doom” — poor workmanship,
traffic loads, age, frost and water
damage. Because of these
“agents” major “surgery” is
sometimes forced on the City.

The current inventory of roads in
the City proper is about 3500 kms.
Approximately 53% of this
inventory is rated as deficient. The
City needs to spend 25% million
per year just to maintain the staus
quo. Underfunding of
infrastructure is a common
problem right across Canada
apparently, not just in London.
What municipalities need is
sustainable, predictable govt.
support .

John showed us a video outlining
the various steps required to fix
our giant “washout” or “sinkhole”
in the downton area awhile ago.
The repairs took 33 days and
great cooperation between all the
various repair groups involved.

A question and answer period
followed John’s address with
several questions about the future
of transportation in the City. He
briefly touched on “BRT” (Bus
Rapid Transit) and explained what
that might mean for London.

Philippe Morin thanked our
speaker and presented him with
a pen and certificate.

Alcohol Syndrome Disorder”

Be Safe: Have an alcohol-free
pregnancy.

One of our guest speakers was
Laura Spero, Fetal Alcohol
Prevention & Awareness
Educator, Southwest Ontario
Aboriginal Health Access Centre
(SOAHACQC).

Joining Laura was Bernadette
Garrity , Public Health Nurse,
Middlesex-London Health Unit.
She works on Preconception
Health, FASD Prevention and
Physical Activity during
pregnancy.

Both speakers stressed that
drinking alcohol during
pregnancy can cause permanent
birth defects and brain damage
to your baby. To help your baby
be as healthy as possible,
pregnant women should stop
drinking alcohol.
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FASD or Fetal Alcohol Spectrum
Disorder is a term that describes
the full range of harm that is
caused by alcohol wuse in
pregnancy. If a pregnant woman
drinks alcohol, her baby may
have: - brain damage — vision and
hearing difficulties — bones, limbs
and fingers that are not properly
formed — heart, kidney, liver and
other organ damage - slow
growth.

Brain damage means that a child
may have serious difficulties with:
- learning - remembering -
thinking things through — getting
along with others.

FASD is a life-long problem.
Teens or adults with FASD may
have: - depression — trouble with
the law — drug or alcohol
problems — difficulty living on their
own — trouble keeping a job.

John Eberhard gave us a
comprhensive report on the
activities of the Rotary Disaster
Relief Action Group as it applies
to the recent earthquake disaster
in Haiti. Canada has a special

strategic interest in Haiti. Many
Canadian Rotary Clubs have
interests, partnerships and many
Rotary friends in Haiti. Haiti is in
Rotary District 4060.

Rotarians are already providing
medical supplies and teams.
Rotarians have sent in a portable
x-ray unit and have supplied a
sterilizer for medical instruments.
They continue to provide food,
water and shelter as they are
able. Many Rotarians and clubs
are donating shelterboxes, 3000
have already been commissioned.

Rotary has a direct conduit to the
head of medical activities, Dr.
Claude Surena, who is a
Rotarian and he is guiding Rotary
as to his daily needs.

Rotary will continue to provide
some of the immediate relief but
the “big picture” includes plans to
help  significantly  with  the
rebuilding efforts which will go on
for some time.

Ken Bowlby thanked the Club
members who supported his
recent request for English
business books for shipment to
China. He was able to provide
673 books. Also, over a year ago,
Ken requested we support the
Earthquake disaster in China and
the resulting donated funds have
been used to establish 15 school
libraries in China. Well done
everyone!

Make-Up Meetings Online
Some e-clubs, like Finland’s
Rotary E-club of Verkkorotary,
meet via  Web-conferencing
software. Rotary has 14 officially
chartered e-clubs, part of a pilot
project that runs through 2010. E-
clubs strongly encourage a
donation commensurate with what
you would pay at your usual
meeting. Payment options include
secure  online credit card
transactions. That said, making up
a meeting at an e-club might still
be an attractive option for some
Rotarians.

Here’s how to go about it: Find a
club that speaks your language. If
their schedule of meetings is
convenient for your make-up,
you'll need an Internet connection
of at least 512 kilobits a second, a
computer with Windows XP or
Vista, a headset, and a webcam.
Try to connect to the conference
room link at least 15 minutes
beforehand, as first-time log-on
takes some time.

Unfettered by the typical restraints
of geography, an e-club beckons
any Rotarian in need of a make-
up at any time and in any place.
You must spend 30 minutes on
their site reading from a collection
of Rotary-related programs, and
complete a make-up request form,
which includes answering a few
guestions about what you read.

Once on a club’s site just click the
link for make-ups and follow the
simple instructions. Go to
www.rotary.org _for a full list of e-
clubs.

Can you guess which “blonde” is Angie?
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A friend once told me that you can’t learn to fly in the nest. Instead, you have spread your wings, take a leap and
learn how to fly on your own. | thought this was an interesting symbol because when you go out to experience life on
your own, you end up learning things about yourself that you didn’t know before. You learn about your strengths, your
weaknesses, your family, your true friends, your faith, your personality, and about simple things like smiling &
laughing. You learn to believe in so much and you learn to believe in yourself. Most importantly, you learn how to
live as you learn from your mistakes and experiences. Following are some of the things that | have learned since |
took a leap and flew on my own...on an airplane to Brazil. Here it goes:

Food. The food tastes wonderful here, but if you plan to visit get used to rice and beans every day. Fruit, meat, ham
and cheese are very common here. Vegetables can be a rare sight on a table. Breakfast is a good sized meal,
normally consisting of bread, cheese, ham, coffee and tea. Lunch is the big meal here and you normal eat it with your
family. Most times extra spots are set at the table in case a guest drops by uninvited. Dinner isn't a very big meal.
Sometimes people will go out for barbeques, eat a sandwich, pizza or “lunches.”

“Lunches.” This word is supposed to be like the English word “lunch.” Lunches are a kind of food, like hotdogs or
hamburgers, that you eat for dinner. People like to eat out for dinner and there are a lot of food stands on the streets.
When you read the menu you will see "X-salad, X-chicken, X-bacon.” At first | thought this was kind of weird, but then
| realized that the letter "X" sounds like "chee" in Portuguese, so "X" means cheese is added to the sandwich. For
example, when you read X-burger, it's pronounced like “cheeseburger.” Clever, eh?

Driving . Driving in Brazil is an experience all on its own , even if you're just in the passenger seat. Although | miss
being able to drive myself around in Canada when | want to go somewhere, | wouldn’t drive here even if | was
allowed. Most people do not follow the traffic laws, because the police don’t often enforce them. Drivers tend not to
stop at stop signs, worrying about drinking before driving, and they speed when they want to. Most people don’t bother
with seat belts unless they are in the front of the car. Since people don’t wear seatbelts in the back of the car they
tend to have more people sitting then there are number of seat belts. | swear Brazilians have a secret contest to see
how many people they can fit into one car (we have reached 8 in a 5 person car).

What Do You Think Of Brazil? From my time here | have come to realize that Brazilians are pretty much obsessed
with the image of their country. They are obsessed because they have a lot of pride for their county, which they
should. Brazil is absolutely beautiful country filled with amazing people and a fascinating culture. Almost every
Brazilian | have ever met has inevitably asked me, "Do you like Brazil?" To me this question would be better answered
in a thesis than in a few words. However, with a lack of knowledge of many Portuguese words and a lack of time due
to my busy lifestyle of new experiences, | have learned to simply smile widely and say, Of course! | absolutely love it!"
